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Hi folks,   
 
 It would be old news to try and say how much our world has changed in the last few weeks.  
I don’t believe anyone could have imagined such as shift in such a short time.  That being the case, 
God is faithful.  Let me say that again, God is faithful.  As different as the world has become, I am 
touched and amazed at the way you, at Sierra Vista, have rolled with the punches and have seemed 
to not be rattled.  Please, don’t hear me say that there are not struggles.  Our hearts break at the 
news of layoffs and furloughs; loneliness and isolation; as well as the uncertainty that many are 
facing.  Even with all of that, the greatest number of those I have spoken to have, in one way or 
another, said, “God is faithful.” 
 

 As we travel through Holy Week, there is no doubt that this will be different from any other 
Holy Week that we have known… but still, we know, “God is faithful.”  And there will be numer-
ous ways for us to experience that reality.  I hope that you have found us on Facebook.  I am not a 
big Facebook fan, but Facebook has been a great avenue for us to stay connected in this time of 
social distancing.

 If you have not heard, we have implemented a prayer initiative every day at 4:32 pm, and 
guess what it is called?  #Godisfaithful432.  It comes from a great encouragement Isaiah shared 
with the nation of Israel when they faced uncertainty… Isaiah 43:2.  I invite you to look it up and 
join us as we pray it together each afternoon.  On Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday, we, pas-
tors, share a short devotional with those who join us online. 
 

 I am really excited about our Good Friday Tenebrae Service.  We are a very talented con-
gregation, and on Friday at 7 pm, you will have the opportunity to experience that for yourselves.  
Then on Saturday evening at 5:30 pm, Pastor Tamara will share a wonderful message with Com-
munion to celebrate our Lord’s resurrection.  Sunday morning will offer three opportunities for 
worship and gathering around God’s table of grace.  We will have a very quaint Sunrise service, 
message, and communion at 7 am, and then at 8:30 and 11 am, we will gather for a different 
thought on the glory of Easter along with Communion at both services.  (We are asking that you 
provide your own juice and bread at home that we might bless in our time together.) 
 

 Again, there can be no doubt that this Easter will be different from all Easters we have cele-
brated in the past (they will all be online or on radio), but “God is faithful.”  And I believe it will 
be a time where God’s love and presence may be felt even more than in any time in the past.

Construction is moving ahead quickly.  COVID 19 has not made a huge  
impact on construction but has delayed a few items such as flooring.   
Children’s Building is in the home stretch.  We need to finalize a few electrical 
issues, finish ceiling tile, install interior doors, tile restroom areas and install 
flooring.  All but flooring should be complete this month.  Air conditioning 
and lighting are both operational.  The south paving and drainage construction 
are underway and concrete will be complete in those areas soon.  The Office 
Building has the first coat of paint, cabinets are installed and overhead 
electrical is in progress.   Brick and rock are complete.  Site concrete is nearing 
completion and has added definition to the spaces.  The north parking area is 
accessible from College Hills and will be available on weekends unless it gets 
too wet. The east parking lot is complete and access to the Life Center will be 
available every Sunday and for special events.  Asbestos abatement begins in 
the sewing and Mary Martha areas on April 12 and will continue to the  
children’s building.  Demolition is slated to begin on the narthex area around 
May 1 as concrete completes to provide access by the new office and nursery.
