While “intentional 

ministries” are those specific and deliberate actions that we take with a desired goal in mind. 

 We engage in general ministry as we offer someone a word of encouragement, extend a helping 

hand, or faithfully handle the resources that God has blessed us with.  Whereas, intentional ministry in-

volves prayer, planning, and a firm understanding of our desired goals and anticipated results.  While both 

are vital to our calling, many churches, as well as many of us, spend most of our time in the general cate-

gory loving and sharing and caring, but often struggle to become intentional in seeking to understand and 

fulfill God’s vision. 

 From our church’s stand-

point, we are working to become 

more intentional in our approach to 

follow Jesus.  The last couple of 

years of discernment have led to our 

bold plans for the expansion and 

renovation of our campus.  Just last 

month, over 85 leaders from our 

church (those holding committee 

positions, as well as those not) came 

together for our Leadership Training 

where we developed purpose state-

ments for each ministry to allow 

each area to understand how our 

ministries can work together for the 

common good.  And next month as 

crazy as it may sound, our staff will 

come together to plan for the year to 

come. 

     For many, it would seem as 

though the above-mentioned activi-

ties would be common place in the 

workings of the Church, but in reali-

ty, the Church relies on the general 

ministries to rule the day.
