 As you have probably already noticed, I love the opportunity to 

minister to kids, and as I sit here and ponder that fact, I can’t really put my 

finger on the reason “why.”  Maybe it is because children are more on my 

level… maybe it is because I miss the child in me… or maybe it is because 

children are so honest and willing to be ministered to.  Again, I don’t really 

know the reason behind my feelings, but through that ministry, I am blessed, changed, and ministered to, 

as well. 

 As a child, I remember singing numerous songs that were intended to teach me the truths of faith 

and to help me begin to memorize Scripture.  One of my favorites comes from Jesus’ words found in Mat-

thew 7:24-29.  It goes like this:

 And the house on the sand went “splat.” 

 Maybe you sang it when you were a child… maybe not.  To those of us who are unfamiliar with it, 

this may seem like nothing more than a simple, mundane melody… however when accompanied with the 

proper tune and hand motions, it’s a fun way to teach kids about the importance of having a solid founda-

tion… one based on a personal and intimate relationship with Jesus Christ.  

 If you think about it, we see the value in educating our kids (in school and their understanding of 

God), and we go to great lengths to encourage them to think, learn, and grow.  For most of us, the idea of 

allowing our children to grow up uneducated and unchallenged could best be described as irresponsible 

and ultimately harmful.  And yet, we have come to believe that our increased age has somehow diminished 

our need to expand our minds and 

understandings.   

 To learn is to grow… in our 

intelligence, our understanding, and 

our relationship to God (no matter 

our age).  Have you found your place 

to grow in your knowledge and love 

for God?  If not, come and see me.
